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Case histories

In Machinga District, Malawi, local people wanted &
to take control of their own water supply and so
began working with WaterAid to rehabilitate an

existing gravity-flow system in their area.
In Chagwa (pictured) and other villages,

committees manage the tapstands and carry out
small repairs. The system is now supplying safe
water to around 15,000 people.

Nigeria

In the Alhazai community in Jigawa, Nigeria,
women like Laraba have experienced
empowerment through leadership and
decision-making roles in the committees set
up to manage the projects. Women are also
educating their children in good hygiene and
sanitation practices, with great positive
impacts on their health.
